FLOODING IN SRI LANKA: MALTESER INTERNATIONAL

ENHANCES ITS RELIEF ACTIVITIES

Early February a second flood hit the
already flood-ridden country of Sri
Lanka, where continuous and heavy
rainfalls since December 2010 had led
to severe flooding and landslides. As of
today, altogether 1.2 million people are
affected, especially in the central plains
and in the eastern provinces. Around
50,000 families were forced to leave
their homes and villages, seeking shelter
in some of the 640 evacuation camps
for flood affected persons.

In the camps located in the heavily af-
fected district of Batticaloa, Malteser
International has once again enhanced
its relief measures. The teams of the
local partner Sarvodaya provide two
warm meals per day to additional 1,000
people, supply 500 families with hy-
giene kits, and set up further water
tanks. Furthermore, food kits are given
out to about 500 families, who would
not otherwise be able to return to their
homes because the flooding severely
damaged the regi
destroyed most of the stored food.

Being present in Southern Sudan for 15 years already,
Malteser International considers the referendum proc-
ess as crucial for the success of its ongoing projects
and future planning. Several governmental institutions
are long-term partners in the implementation of TB/
HIV, leprosy and sleeping sickness control pro-
grammes in three states. Initially, the responsibilities
for medical personnel, capacity building, drug supply
and management in several hospitals and small health
units were taken up by Malteser International due to a
lack of local capacities.

Malteser International has been active in Cambodia
since 1993 and supported Cambodian refugees in Thai-
land from 1979 to 1999. The relief organisation sup-
ports various projects located in the region of Oddar
Meanchey, the home of about 190,000 people. These
projects include mother-child-health, training of volun-
tary first aid teams in remote areas, and the implementa-
tion of a community-based health insurance system that
protects the - mostly poor - peasants against ruinous
costs in case of illness.

PAKISTAN: WINTER RELIEF FOR 2,115 HOMELESS FAMILIES IN KOHISTAN

Due to the severe flooding and the following landslides
that hit Pakistan during the summer of 2010, a great
part of the Pakistani population lost their homes. One
of the most affected regions is the district of Kohistan,
located in the mountainous north of the country. It is
here, where many people had to leave their villages and

move to lower valleys in order to evade the worst of
snow and freezing temperatures.

In January 2011, Malteser International distributed tun-
nel shelters for 515 homeless families, thus enabling
them to stay in their native environment in the high
regions in the Himalayas for the rest of the winter. Fur-
thermore, the 515 families as well as an additional
1,600 families received relief items including ovens,
blankets, and cooking utensils. In this isolated region,
at an altitude of up to 3,000 metres, the distribution of
relief items was only possibly via helicopter.

In foresight of the upcoming spring, Malteser Interna-
tional plans to provide 300 peasant families living in
another northern region of Pakistan - the Swat district -
with agricultural items. Seeds, fertilizers, and tools will
be distributed to restore field terraces and irrigation
channels to support the spring seeding - the prerequi-
site for a successful harvest later in the year. 20 villages
have already received motor-driven flour mills enabling
them to process their sweet corn crops.

The Malteser International relief measures in Pakistan
are funded by the German Foreign Office and the Fed-
eral Ministry for Economic Cooperation and Develop-
ment.

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CHILE: ONE YEAR AFTER THE SEVERE EARTHQUAKE AND THE TSUNAMI FOLLOWING

IN ITS WAKE

On 27 February 2010, Chile was hit by a devastating
earthquake and a tsunami. Malteser International im-
mediately started to support the emergency relief pro-
vided by volunteers of the Chilean Malteser relief ser-
vice OAuxilio Malt®sbd
the Order of Malta. Today, one year after the earth-
quake, important progress has already been achieved in
the reconstruction and rehabilitation work:

In August 2010, in the small fishing village of Tubul,
situated 60 km south of the epicentre in Concepcion,
the 1|1 ocal fi sher mends
gears worth 35,000 Euros. Within the cooperative, the
diving gears are used by the associated fishermen, thus
securing the income of 35 families.

In the small town of Chépica, situated at about 180 km
south of Santiago de Chile, Malteser International sup-
ported OAuxilio Mal
for psycho-social care for traumatised children and
assisted the affected population in the removal of the
debris. Furthermore, a so-called Sphere training was
organised in order to train the volunteers in disaster
risk reduction and disaster management. Main empha-
sis is now laid on the construction measures for a cen-
tral market area that began in January 2011. This new

HAITI: 14 MONTHS AFTER THE EARTHQUAKE

On 12 January 2010, a devastating earthquake shook
Haiti, destroying social, political and economic infra-
structure, and rendering over one million people
homeless. More than 212,000 people died, over
300,000 were injured and most cities were completely
destroyed. One year after the earthquake, the conse-
quences are still visible all over the country. Neverthe-
less, there is also a noticeable progress in reconstruc-
tion, a start has been made.

At present, ten international and 60 local staff mem-
bers of Malteser International are working in four dif-
ferent locations on the island in cooperation with part-
ner organisations. They are providing help in the fields
of health, water, sanitation and hygiene (WASH),

When the first flood receded, he cleaned every-
thing, all his furniture, the walls and the floors - only to
experience another flood a few days later. At the same
time, it was a good experience to see how people forget
about differences within their neighbourhoods and
support each other with whatever they can.

How did Malteser International react to this catastrophe
WB: After having made sure via phone that all col-
leagues are safe and sound and have access to water
and food, we assessed damages to our infrastructure
facilities such as offices and vehicles in order to see if
