We probably will never forget the events of Chriag'2004: The seaquake and following

tidal wave on 26 December obliterated the coassliof the bordering states of the Indian
Ocean. More than 300,000 people died in the disdgifions lost their relatives, their prop-
erty, their houses and livelihood. The most affégepulations were those of Indonesia, Sri
Lanka, India und Thailand. Malteser Internationas immediately provided 1 million euros
during the acute emergency relief phase. Accortbrtge internationally recognized quality
standards in humanitarian assistance, Maltesemiienal assures that all measures are sus-
tainable and that relief is linked to rehabilitatiand development.

Twelve months after the severe seaquake Maltessnktional is in charge of over 65 reha-
bilitation and reconstruction projects in IndoneS§a Lanka, India and Thailand — in coop-
eration with experienced local partner organizai@0 percent of the altogether 30 million
donated euros have already been spent or includige ibudget planning. In 2005 the volume
of the implemented projects was 8.7 million eu@&million euros are foreseen for further
rehabilitation and reconstruction programs in theing years.

The provided assistance is agreed and coordinatedive affected population and we coop-

erate with the governments of the concerned camtriboth strategies guarantee the long-
term success and impact of our assistance. Malbetanational always considers assistance
to be an offer for help. Only in this spirit it possible to provide sustainable help for self-
help.

Rehabilitation

Malteser International is active during the rehégdtibn phase in the location of Banda Aceh,
in the region south of Meulaboh at the west coadtia the region Lhokseumave at the east
coast. The biggest project is our integrated comiyuehabilitation program for two villages
in the region of Lhokseumave, in which the popolagparticipates actively. The first families
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were able to move into the new houses in theiagék of origin.
